OBJECTIVES

The Government Pensions Administration Agency (GPAA) intends to appoint a service
provider for leasing of eleven (11) buses including maintenance and support services for a
period of five (5) years as detailed in this RFP. The Mobile Office Channel must meet the
following objectives that were set out in the CRM Operational plan and not limited to:
Increase GEPF footprint;

Client access to GEPF in remote areas;

Support all outreach and employer events;

Enhance customer service and client satisfaction;

Improve visibility, relationships and communication between GEPF and their
stakeholders;

Assist in reducing backlogs in execution of operational business plans;

Staff development and training;

Service enhancements;

Cost Efficiency; and

Compliance Improvements.

INTRODUCTION
Functions of the GPAA

The Government Pensions Administration Agency (GPAA) is a government component
reporting to the Minister of Finance. The GPAA administers funds and schemes on behalf of
the Government Employees Pension Fund (GEPF), the largest pension fund in Africa. It thus
administers the pension affairs of approximately 1,85 million government employees,
pensioners, spouses, and dependants.

Background/Context of this Procurement Need

Member’s access to GPAA'’s services and processes is an integral part of customer services
and relationship management especially in remote areas where Government services are
constantly reported to be a challenge. The mobile office channel concept is a very successful
initiative. The GPAA makes extensive use of this channel to reach out to members and
pensioners in remote locations. It serves as an extension of the GPAA’s regional walk-in
centres and service point at outreach and other engagement events. The future of GPAA is
mobile offices vs the purchasing of building sites in co-locations. The study and benchmark
in other government departments have shown that the usage of mobile buses is the future of
government initiated long term plans in alleviating the cost of maintaining infrastructure.

The future of mobile buses will allow extension, though not only access to remote reach out
initiatives, but also for utilizing it as an extended strategy for the unclaimed and unpaid
benefits that the Fund constantly pressures the GPAA to reduce. The facility will ensure an
expanded mobile reach out and will be in line with the trends of other government
departments’ state of the art ways of reaching their clientele.

Benchmark exercises were conducted by the General Manager: CRM in 2019 and was
approved by the CEO GPAA and GEPF regarding the feasibility of the new state of the art
mobile buses. The model utilized by various departments utilizing these services were then
deemed seamless and futuristic for the state of the GPAA it envisage.

Mobile offices continuation is necessary with safe, roadworthy, technology- efficient and
customizable vehicles that will facilitate client access all over the country with a strong focus
on remote areas since it is not financially viable to establish offices in every remote area. The
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mobile offices have proved to be the most effective means of taking the GPAA’s services to
its members in rural areas.

The business has adopted the approach of lease vehicle as opposed to a purchase route for
various reasons, but mainly due to its cost effectiveness in terms of vehicle maintenance, fuel
usage and travelling kilometres daily. The long-term costs associated with purchasing the
mobile buses will be mitigated by following the leasing route which is a viable option of ‘turn
key’ strategy where all work package is included in the leasing plan.

The mobile units RFP response should include a specified resource, infrastructure and
information technology services as an inclusive package leased from the service
provider/supplier.

This will allow the GPAA to focus on its core mandate of paying benefits. about the
responsibility of maintaining the IT equipment, licenses renewals and overall maintenance of
the vehicles shall be the responsibility of the lessor.

Members’ access to GPAA’s services and processes is an integral part of customer services
and relationship management, especially in remote areas where Government services are
constantly reported to be a challenge.

SCOPE OF WORK

The scope of work covers the leasing of eleven (11) fully equipped mobile busses that will
be utilized as mobile offices through an open tender process.

3.1. Scope of Services

The service provider will be required to render the following services:

3.2. Locations

The mobile buses services will be required in all Regional Offices of the GPAA as part of the
SLA with GEPF/NT. This includes Western Cape, North West, Northern Cape, Free State
Mpumalanga, Polokwane, Kw-Zulu Natal, Eastern Cape and Gauteng regional offices.

3.3. Technical vehicle Requirements

The following elements are critical to the successful delivery of the contract

e Truck chassis with body to fit specifications, walls and roof strengthened to support air

conditioners.
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e The vehicle will be installed with a self-levelling system.
e A server rack will house the necessary equipment and switches for various equipment.

e The facilitator's desk will be mounted to the centre of the vehicle and incorporates a
screen and cabinet for storage.

e Cabinetry will be installed throughout the vehicle for additional storage.
e The floor will be tough flooring throughout for ease of use and cleaning.

e Above all of the workstations will be lighting trunks and underneath the workstations
there will be extra electrical sockets as required.

e Air conditioners will be installed for heating and cooling.

e Provide correct invoices with signed proof of services rendered on the first day after
the month end.

3.4. Equipment Required

Bidders must ensure that mobile busses are adequately supported and equipped and
serviced. Drivers must dress in a manner that resonate with the GPAA brand and that the
bidders must provide experienced drivers, standard office equipment, accessibility for the
wheel-chairs utilities for members.

6. Pricing

6.2. Bidders may be requested to submit the SBD 3.1 in soft copy if GPAA deems it necessary
to do so for purposes of verifying accuracy of the submitted tender price.

6.3. Only the financial proposal of acceptable bidders will be further evaluated.

6.4. Anincomplete pricing schedule will lead to disqualification.

7. Evaluation Criteria
7.1. Overall Evaluation Process

This bid will follow a four-phase evaluation process.

Should a bidder fail any of the preceding evaluation phases, they will be disqualified
and not be considered further in the next evaluation phases.

7.2. Mandatory Requirements

The bidder must ensure that they comply with the following:

. Submitted their response on or before the closing date and time in the tender box,
specified on the cover page; list of received bid will serve as evidence.

. Bidders must be registered on the Central Supplier Database (CSD) and the bidder or
any of its directors must not be restricted from doing business with the state;

. Submit the pricing schedule (SBD 3.1) fully completed; and

. Submit the functional/technical proposal, supporting their bid.
7.3. Functionality/Technical Evaluation

A bidder who fails to
meet the minimum qualifying score will be disqualified and not be considered for the
subsequent phases of evaluation.

7.4. Administrative Compliance Evaluation

During the administrative evaluation phase, bidders will be evaluated to verify the following:
. Tax Compliance;
o SBD1 and SBD4 must be completed in full.

Note: Bidders who do not submit the requested documents, will be given a maximum of 2
working/business days to submit, Failure will render the bid response/submission as
unacceptable, and therefore be disqualified.

Bidders who are not tax compliant will be afforded seven working days to correct non-
compliance in the CSD, failure will render the bid unacceptable, and be disqualified. Bidders
must submit proof of tax compliance within the seven-day period.

7.5. Price and Specific Goals Evaluation
Only acceptable bidders will be evaluated on price and preference as per the Preferential

Procurement Regulations, 2022 (PPR 2022) and the GPAA Preferential Procurement
Policy.
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The [80/20 or 90/10] Preference System will be used for this tender, where a maximum of
[80/90] points are allocated to price and a maximum of [20/10] points allocated for specific
goals as per the PPR2022. The Preference System will be determined by the price of the
lowest acceptable tender.]

The relevant formula for scoring price points and the methodology for scoring preference
points (specific goals) are documented in the SBD 6.1. Bidders must ensure that they
complete the SBD 6.1 to claim points for specific goals. Bidders that do not submit the
correctly completed SBD 6.1 with the original bid submission will not score points for specific
goals.

8.6. Due Diligence

The GPAA may conduct a due diligence exercise to verify that the bidder has the
required capability and capacity to do work and to verify the claims made by a bidder
in the bid responses.

8.7 Vetting of the bidder

The vetting which will focus on, but not limited to company history, financial information,
directors of the company, business interest, any judgement against the company or
directors.

As per section 2(1)(f) of the Preferential Procurement Policy Framework Act, 2001, the
GPPA may award the bid to a bidder that did not score the highest total points (price points
plus points for specific goals), should objective criteria justify the award to another bidder.

The total points claimed will be the sum of the percentage contract allocation for each partner
multiplied by the percentage weighting for the race category, multiplied by the percentage
ownership in the relevant specific goal.

An example of the point calculation for JVs or consortiums can be requested of GPAA if
required.
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7.5 For small enterprises, the full points can only be claimed if all consortium members or the
joint venture partners are either EMEs or QSEs (as permitted by the codes of good practice).

75.1 The points claimed for small enterprises is calculated proportional to the number of
members/partners that are either EMEs or QSEs. If 2 of 3 of the consortium members (i.e.,
66.67%) are either EME or QSE, then the points claimed will be 66.67% of the maximum
points for small enterprises. For simplicity, points claimed for small enterprises will not be
dependent on the percentage of the contract allocated to each JV member or consortium
member.

7.6 For locality, full points can only be claimed if all consortium members or the joint venture
partners are located in the specified area.

7.6.1 The points claimed for locality is calculated proportional to the number of members/partners
located in the specified area. If 3 of 5 of the consortium members (i.e., 60%) have their
businesses in the specified locality, then the points claimed will be 60% of the maximum
points for locality. For simplicity, points claimed for locality will not be dependent on the
percentage of the contract allocated to each JV member or consortium member.

Standard Conditions of Tender
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General
1.1 Actions

1.1.1 The GPAA and each tenderer submitting a tender shall comply with these conditions of
tender. In their dealings with each other, they shall discharge their duties and obligations as
set out in Paragraph 2 and 3, timeously and with integrity, and behave equitably, honestly
and transparently, comply with all legal obligations and not engage in anticompetitive
practices.

1.1.2 GPAA and the tenderer and all their representatives and employees involved in the tender
process shall avoid conflicts of interest and where a conflict of interest is perceived or
known, declare any such conflict of interest, indicating the nature of such conflict.
Tenderers shall declare any potential conflict of interest in their tender submissions.
Employees, representatives and advisors of the GPAA shall declare any conflict of interest
to whoever is responsible for overseeing the procurement process at the start of any
deliberations relating to the procurement process or as soon as they become aware of such
conflict and abstain from any decisions where such conflict exists or recuse themselves
from the procurement process, as appropriate.

Note: 1) A conflict of interest may arise due to a conflict of roles which might provide an incentive
for improper acts in some circumstances. A conflict of interest can create an appearance
of impropriety that can undermine confidence in the ability of that person to act properly in
his or her position even if no improper acts result.

2) Conflicts of interest in respect of those engaged in the procurement process include
direct, indirect or family interests in the tender or outcome of the procurement process
and any personal bias, inclination, obligation, allegiance or loyalty which would in any
way affect any decisions taken.

1.1.3 The GPAA shall not seek and a tenderer shall not submit a tender without having a firm
intention and the capacity to proceed with the contract.

1.2 Tender Documents

1.2.1 The documents issued by the GPAA for the purpose of a tender offer are listed in the
technical specification.

1.3 Interpretation

1.3.1 The technical specification and additional requirements contained in the tender schedules
that are included in the returnable documents are deemed to be part of these conditions of
tender.

1.3.2 These conditions of tender, the technical specification and tender schedules which are only
required for tender evaluation purposes, shall not form part of any contract arising from the
invitation to tender.

1.3.3 For the purposes of these conditions of tender, the following definitions apply:

C) corrupt practice means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of anything of
value to influence the action of the employer or his staff or representative in the
tender process;

d) fraudulent practice means the misrepresentation of the facts in order to influence the
tender process or the award of a contract arising from a tender offer to the detriment
of the GPAA, including collusive practices intended to establish prices at artificial
levels;

e) organisation means a company, firm, enterprise, association or other legal entity,
whether incorporated or not, or a public body;

f) functionality means the measurement according to the predetermined norms of a
service or commodity designed to be practical and useful, working or operating,
taking into account quality, reliability, viability and durability of a service and
technical capacity and ability of a tenderer.

Communication and the GPAA’s Representative

Each communication between the GPAA and a tenderer shall be to or from the GPAA
Representative only, and in a form that can be readily read, copied and recorded. Communications
shall be in the English language. The GPAA takes no responsibility for non-receipt of
communications from or by a tenderer. The name and contact details of the GPAA Representative
are stated in the SBD1.

Cancellation and Re-Invitation of Tenders
GPAA reserves the right to, prior to the award cancel a tender at any time.
GPAA may cancel a tender under the following conditions (but not limited to):

* due to changed circumstances, there is no longer a need for the services, works or
goods requested; or

« funds are no longer available to cover the total envisaged expenditure;
*  no acceptable tenders are received; or
* any other circumstance that may necessitate the GPAA to cancel the tender.

The decision to cancel a tender must be published in the e-Tender portal, the GPAA web
site and any other media in which the original tender invitation was advertised.

After the cancellation of the tender process or the rejection of all tenders due to non-
compliance with the thresholds, the GPAA may abandon the proposed work and services,
have it performed in any other manner, or re-issue a similar invitation to tender at any time.
The GPAA shall not be liable for any losses, claims or damages of whatsoever nature or
howsoever arising which may be sustained by a tenderer or any other person as a result of
its participation or any amendment, termination or suspension of the process set out in this
Invitation to Tender or its exclusion from participating in the tender process at any point.

Tenderers Obligations

The tenderer shall comply with the following obligations when submitting a tender:

Use and copy the
documents issued by the GPAA only for the purpose of preparing and submitting a tender
offer in response to the invitation.

2.5 Reference documents

Obtain, as necessary for submitting a tender offer, copies of the latest versions of
standards, specifications, conditions of contract and other publications, which are not
attached, but which are incorporated into the tender documents by reference.

2.6 Acknowledge addenda

Acknowledge receipt of addenda to the tender documents, which the GPAA may issue, and
if necessary, apply for an extension to the closing time stated in the tender documents, in
order to take the addenda into account.

2.7 Clarification meeting-Briefing Session

Attend, where required, a clarification meeting at which tenderers may familiarize
themselves with aspects of the proposed work, services or supply and raise questions.

2.8 Seek clarification

Request clarification of the tender documents, if necessary, by notifying the GPAA at least
five working days before the closing time stated in the tender documents.

“Contract” means the written agreement entered into between the purchaser and the
supplier, as recorded in the contract form signed by the parties, including all attachments and
appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein.

“Contract price” means the price payable to the supplier under the contract for the full and
proper performance of his contractual obligations.

“Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of anything of value to
influence the action of a public employee in the procurement process or in contract execution.

31.1. Every written acceptance of a bid shall be posted to the supplier concerned by registered or
certified mail and any other notice to him shall be posted by ordinary mail to the address
furnished in his bid or to the address notified later by him in writing and such posting shall be
deemed to be proper service of such notice.

31.2. The time mentioned in the contract documents for performing any act after such aforesaid
notice has been given, shall be reckoned from the date of posting of such notice.
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32. TAXES AND DUTIES

32.1. A foreign supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, stamp duties, license fees, and
other such levies imposed outside the purchaser’s country.

32.2. Alocal supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, duties, license fees, etc., incurred
until delivery of the contracted goods to the purchaser.

No contract shall be concluded with any bidder whose tax matters are not in order. Prior to
the award of a bid, = GPAA must be in possession of a tax clearance certificate, submitted by the
bidder. This certificate must be an  original issued by the South African Revenue Services
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
