TERMS OF REFERENCE

OBJECTIVE

The GPAA intends to appoint an experienced service provider for the provision of the electrical installations,
maintenance of electrical infrastructure, maintenance and service of standby generators and uninterrupted power
supply at GPAA head office in Pretoria, regional and satellite offices.

FUNCTIONS OF THE GPAA

The Government Pensions Administration Agency (GPAA) is a government component which reports to the Minister of
Finance and administers funds and schemes on behalf of the Government Employees Pension Fund (GEPF), the
largest pension fund in Africa, and National Treasury. It administers the pension affairs of approximately 1, 85 million
government employees and those of pensioners, spouses and dependants.

Facilities Management Unit is responsible for the management of office accommodation for all GPAA offices (Head
office, regional and satellite offices). The managementfunction includes the provision of technical and non technical
services such as repair and maintenance of buildings, cleaning and hygiene, fleet management, plumbing, electrical
and air conditioning services, gardening and many other services. This tender is for the maintenance of electrical
infrastructure for a period of sixty (60) months.

METHODOLOGY

The following elements are critical to the successful delivery of the contract:

e Appointment of experienced personnel in the electrical, mechanical maintenance industry;

o Repairs and maintenance of faulty electrical infrastructure components at all mentioned offices;
o Regular servicing and maintenance of standby generators and UPS in the mentioned offices;

¢ Re fuelling of generators;

o Quick response to all requests for ad hoc repairs.

SCOPE OF WORK

4.1 Maintenance of electrical infrastructure: GPAA head office

This refers to the GPAA's electrical installation at the head office, consisting of but not necessary limited to the
following components, systems and sub systems

o Installations and repairs of Air conditioner- isolators and power supplies to air conditioner- isolators;
o Installation of power supplies to and from UPS units;

o Electrical cabling to and from the genset and the UPS’s where necessary;

Refuelling of the generator
The maintenance contractor shall ensure that once the refuelling has been done, ensure
o that the generators are serviceable,
o that the generators are clean and free from spillage,
o that the tank caps are replaced securely and that dirt and grit, which could affect the service life of the fuel
filters and injectors, are not passed into the generators during the refuelling process, and
o that the generators on board fuel gauge display the correct quantity of fuel remaining.
The generators will be refuelled by the contractor but paid for by the GPAA. This will require weekly monitoring of fuel
levels in the generators and re fuel as the need for refuelling arises. It is particularly important that the contractor

ensures that there is enough fuel in the generators during load-shedding.

Monitoring and support

The service provider must avail the company to assist with call outs whenever there is a problem with the generator.
The contractor shall be required to provide a 24 hour, 365 day per year standby service so as to attend immediately to
any emergency breakdowns that may occur. Call outs to support the GPAA has been estimated at 10 per year per

office. Bidders will only be paid if the call out has been requested by an authorised GPAA employee.

Ad Hoc requests / call outs
e The contractor shall have 24/365 call out facility;
e The response time which the contractor must respond to must be clearly stated on the technical submission for:
o Critical cases (Generator failure during power outage)- within 2hours from notification;
o Non critical (Generator failure during routine testing/ inspection)- within 4 hours from notification.
The contractor shall ensure that standby arrangements for emergency calls-outs are at all times in place, with
contact details of the technician/s on standby.

Cost of Quarterly Maintenance of generators shall include the following:

. Labour as may be required

. Travelling distance cost

. Monitoring and support cost

. Overhead costs

. Consumables and cleaning materials
. Test equipment

. Disposal of used and replaced materials
. Maintenance tools

. Filters

. Cost of oil and air filters

. Cost of drive belts
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. Cost of oil seals and gaskets
. Cost of engine oil
. Cost of engine coolant additives and diesel fuel additives
e Lubricants and Cleaning Materials.
All these items must be included in the maintenance price and will not be paid separately by the GPAA. Other spares

besides for adhoc requests shall be quoted for and approved by GPAA before the service is rendered.

4.3 Maintenance of UPS
The UPS system should be serviced quarterly to ensure that the units are operating normally and that the batteries are
in good condition.
Perform the following checks:
. Check the area surrounding the UPS system. Ensure the area is not cluttered, allowing free access to limit

access to the unit

. Ensure the air intakes (vents on the front) and exhaust opening, (On rear of the UPS cabinet) are not blocked.
. Ensure there is enough clearance behind the unit for proper air circulation.

. Ensure the operating environment is within the parameters specified in “Product Specifications.”

" Check UPS batteries and replace when required. Supply status report of batteries.

. Ensure the UPS is in Normal mode (Normal status indicator is illuminated). If an alarm lamp is illuminated or

the Normal status indicators are not illuminated, the UPS must be urgently repaired.

. Monitor system parameters “Using the Control Panel.”
. Check the air filters and replace as necessary.
. Record the results of your checks

5. SUPPLIER PERFORMANCE MANAGEMENT

Supplier Performance Management is viewed by the GPAAA as a critical component in ensuring value for money
acquisition and good supplier relations between the GPAA and all its suppliers. The successful bidder shall upon receipt of
written notificationperiod of an award, be required to conclude a Service Level Agreement (SLA) with the GPAA, which will
form an integral part of the supply agreement. The SLA will serve as a tool to measure, monitor and assess the supplier's
performance and ensure effective delivery of service, quality and value-add to GPAA's business.

6. PENALTY REGIME

Subject to GCC clause 3.25, if the service provider fails to deliver any, or all of the services within the period(s)
specified in the tender, the GPAA reserves the right to implement the following penalties:

DURATION OF APPOINTMENT
This contract will be undertaken over a period of 60 months, subject to annual review of service provider's
performance. The GPAA reserves the right to cancel a contract where service provider's performance is poor and does
not meet the GPAA expectations as outlined in the SLA.
CONTRACT MANAGEMENT
Appointed contractor must conduct quarterly meeting with the GPAA maintenance personnel
Appointed contractor will compile functionality report after every service, the report to be submitted to the service
manager within 10 working days after the completion of the service
Working hours are 08h00 — 17h00 (Weekdays). After hours are 17h01 — 07h59 (Weekdays) and full days on
weekends and Public Holidays.
All maintenance will be required to be done during working hours except when there is an outage or a shutdown is
required.
Relevant industry labour rates to apply.
The GPAA maintenance personnel is responsible for the monitoring, evaluating, testing and quality check on the
workmanship of the works delivered.
The appointed contractor will ensure that maintenance reports are duly submitted for monitoring, management,
as well as auditing purposes.
Quarterly meeetings will be held with GPAA dedicated employee (s).
SLA will be enforced with penalties and non conformance to required standard.
GUIDELINE FOR RESPONSE
The Professional Service Provider should demonstrate the following:
9.1 Experience in providing the electrical work.
A minimum of 5 years experience of the company in the electrical industry is a requirement. The experience must cover
the servicing of general electrical infrastructure, generators and UPSs. The year of registration of the company will not
automatically be interpreted as experience. Practical experience in doing electrical work must be supported with names
of companies that were serviced and year that each contract was awarded.
A minimum of 3 current client reference letters demonstrating the capability and quality of services rendered by the
bidder in electrical repairs, installations and maintenance of electrical infrastructure, including generators and UPS.
The letters must not be older than 5 years. More letters will result in a higher scoring.
9.2 Capacity

Bidders must submit, as part of the proposal, the following:

o The composition of the proposed team/Organorgram of proposed team that will be working on the GPAA contract,
clearly outlining the main disciplines/specialities of this contract.

e A maximum 3 page CV, summarising employment history and relevant experience of each of the proposed team

o Certified copies of the qualifications/Trade Test Certificate of the proposed electricians and or technicians that will be
servicing the GPAA offices.

9.3 Capability

24hr/365¢all out facility :

e Bidders must outline fault logging / call out process followed when clients report an urgent electrical/ generator
problem to the bidder’s company. Escalation procedure must be outlined.

o Clearly state response times for critical and non- critical breakdowns specified in the terms of reference.

All bids will be evaluated in terms of the attached evaluation criteria. The PPR2017 will be applied and the 80/20 evaluation
criteria, specifically, will be used. The evaluation has three phases:

Phase 1- administrative requirement

Phase 2- Functionality / Technical requirement

Phase 3 — Price

Bidders will only be considered for the evaluation of phase 2 after meeting the requirements for phase 1 and will then be
considered for phase 3 after meeting the minimum qualifying threshold of 60% in phase 2.

Functionality/ Technical evaluation
Bidders should take note of the different elements within the evaluation of the technical phase. All the functionality elements
should be captured in the technical response of the bidder.

The Technical Proposal should include and index which reflects the relevant sections being evaluated. Pages should also be
numbered for ease of reference. Any Annexure should be cross referenced to the relevant element within the evaluation
criteria.

Only the financial proposal of the companies who qualified in terms of the percentage threshold for functionality will be
further evaluated.

Labour rates asked for in the price schedule shall make provision for supervisors, operations and helpers and shall
include all insurance, supervision, holiday allowances, incentive bonuses, profit, insurance and guarantee cost,
overheads, etc.

Time sheets, signed by representative of the GPAA, shall accompany all claims from the contractor for payment.

No work shall be commenced without the approval of the representative of the project manager. Accounts submitted
for extra work performed will not be entertained unless accompanied by a copy of purchase order

“Closing time” means the date and hour specified in the bidding documents for the receipt of bids.

“Contract’ means the written agreement entered into between the purchaser and the supplier, as recorded in the
contract form signed by the parties, including all attachments and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by
reference therein.

“Contract price” means the price payable to the supplier under the contract for the full and proper performance of his
contractual obligations.

“Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of anything of value to influence the action of a
public employee in the procurement process or in contract execution.

"Countervailing duties" are imposed in cases where an enterprise abroad is subsidized by its GPAA and encouraged
to market its products internationally.

“Country of origin” means the place where the goods were mined, grown or produced or from which the services are
supplied. Goods are produced when, through manufacturing, processing or substantial and major assembly of
components, a commercially recognized new product results that is substantially different in basic characteristics or in
purpose or utility from its components.

“Day” means calendar day.

‘Delivery” means delivery in compliance of the conditions of the contract or order.

“‘Delivery ex stock” means immediate delivery directly from stock actually on hand.

‘Delivery into consignees store or to his site” means delivered and unloaded in the specified store or depot or on the
specified site in compliance with the conditions of the contract or order, the supplier bearing all risks and charges

involved until the supplies are so delivered and a valid receipt is obtained.

"Dumping" occurs when a private enterprise abroad markets its goods on own initiative in the RSA at lower prices than
that of the country of origin and which have the potential to harm the local industries in the RSA.

"Force majeure” means an event beyond the control of the supplier and not involving the supplier’s fault or negligence
and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but is not restricted to, acts of the purchaser in its sovereign capacity,
wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes.

“Fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a procurement process or the execution
of a contract to the detriment of any bidder, and includes collusive practice among bidders (prior to or after bid
submission) designed to establish bid prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the bidder of the benefits
of free and open competition.

“GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract.

“Goods” means all of the equipment, machinery, and/or other materials that the supplier is required to supply to the
purchaser under the contract

“Imported content” means that portion of the bidding price represented by the cost of components, parts or materials
which have been or are still to be imported (whether by the supplier or his subcontractors) and which costs are inclusive
of the costs abroad, plus freight and other direct importation costs such as landing costs, dock dues, import duty, sales
duty or other similar tax or duty at the South African place of entry as well as transportation and handling charges to the
factory in the Republic where the supplies covered by the bid will be manufactured.

“Local content” means that portion of the bidding price which is not included in the imported content provided that local
manufacture does take place.

“Project site,” where applicable, means the place indicated in bidding documents.

“Purchaser” means the organization purchasing the goods.

“Republic’ means the Republic of South Africa.

“SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.

“Services” means those functional services ancillary to the supply of the goods, such as transportation and any other
incidental services, such as installation, commissioning, provision of technical assistance, training, catering, gardening,
security, maintenance and other such obligations of the supplier covered under the contract.

“Written” or “in writing” means handwritten in ink or any form of 96 electronic or mechanical writing.

APPLICATION

These general conditions are applicable to all bids, contracts and orders including bids for functional and
professional services, sales, hiring, letting and the granting or acquiring of rights, but excluding immovable property,
unless otherwise indicated in the bidding documents.

Where applicable, special conditions of contract are also laid down to cover specific supplies, services or works.

Where such special conditions of contract are in conflict with these general conditions, the special conditions shall apply.

GENERAL

Unless otherwise indicated in the bidding documents, the purchaser shall not be liable for any expense incurred in the
preparation and submission of a bid. Where applicable a non-refundable fee for documents may be charged.

STANDARDS
The goods supplied shall conform to the standards mentioned in the bidding documents and specifications.
USE OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND INFORMATION; INSPECTION

The supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the contract, or any provision thereof, or
any specification, plan, drawing, pattern, sample, or information furnished by or on behalf of the purchaser in connection
therewith, to any person other than a person employed by the supplier in the performance of the contract. Disclosure to
any such employed person shall be made in confidence and shall extend only so far as may be necessary for purposes
of such performance.

The supplier shall not, without the purchaser's prior written consent, make use of any document or information
mentioned in GCC clause 5.1 except for purposes of performing the contract.

Any document, other than the contract itself mentioned in GCC clause 5.1 shall remain the property of the purchaser and
shall be returned (all copies) to the purchaser on completion of the supplier's performance under the contract if so
required by the purchaser.

The supplier shall permit the purchaser to inspect the supplier's records relating to the performance of the supplier and
to have them audited by auditors appointed by the purchaser, if so required by the purchaser.

PATENT RIGHTS

The supplier shall indemnify the purchaser against all third-party claims of infringement of patent, trademark, or industrial
design rights arising from use of the goods or any part thereof by the purchaser.

PERFORMANCE

Within thirty (30) days of receipt of the notification of contract award, the successful bidder shall furnish to the purchaser
the performance security of the amount specified in SCC.

The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the purchaser as compensation for any loss resulting from
the supplier's failure to complete his obligations under the contract.

The performance security shall be denominated in the currency of the contract, or in a freely convertible currency

acceptable to the purchaser and shall be in one of the following forms:

a) abank guarantee or an irrevocable letter of credit issued by a reputable bank located in the purchaser’s country or
abroad, acceptable to the purchaser, in the form provided in the bidding documents or another form acceptable to
the purchaser; or

b) a cashier's or certified cheque

The performance security will be discharged by the purchaser and returned to the supplier not later than thirty (30) days
following the date of completion of the supplier's performance obligations under the contract, including any warranty
obligations, unless otherwise specified in SCC.

All pre-bidding testing will be for the account of the bidder.

If it is a bid condition that supplies to be produced or services to be rendered should at any stage during production or
execution or on completion be subject to inspection, the premises of the bidder or contractor shall be open, at all
reasonable hours, for inspection by a representative of the Department or an organisation acting on behalf of the
Department.

If there is no inspection requirements indicated in the bidding documents and no mention is made in the contract, but
during the contract period it is decided that inspections shall be carried out, the purchaser shall itself make the necessary
arrangements, including payment arrangements with the testing Energy Board concerned.

If the inspections, tests and analyses referred to in clauses 8.2 and 8.3 show the supplies to be in accordance with the
contract requirements, the cost of the inspections, tests and analyses shall be defrayed by the purchaser.

Where the supplies or services referred to in clauses 8.2 and 8.3 do not comply with the contract requirements,
irrespective of whether such supplies or services are accepted or not, the cost in connection with these inspections, tests
or analyses shall be defrayed by the supplier.

Supplies and services which are referred to in clauses 8.2 and 8.3 and which do not comply with the contract
requirements may be rejected.

Any contract supplies may, on or after delivery, be inspected, tested or analysed and may be rejected if found not to
comply with the requirements of the contract. Such rejected supplies shall be held at the cost and risk of the supplier
who shall, when called upon, remove them immediately at his own cost and forthwith substitute them with supplies which
do comply with the requirements of the contract. Failing such removal the rejected supplies shall be returned at the
suppliers cost and risk. Should the supplier fail to provide the substitute supplies forthwith, the purchaser may, without
giving the supplier further opportunity to substitute the rejected supplies, purchase such supplies as may be necessary at
the expense of the supplier.

The provisions of clauses 8.4 to 8.7 shall not prejudice the right of the purchaser to cancel the contract on account of a
breach of the conditions thereof, or to act in terms of Clause 23 of GCC.

PACKING

The supplier shall provide such packing of the goods as is required to prevent their damage or deterioration during
transit to their final destination, as indicated in the contract. The packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without
limitation, rough handling during transit and exposure to extreme temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit, and
open storage. Packing, case size and weights shall take into consideration, where appropriate, the remoteness of the
goods’ final destination and the absence of heavy handling facilities at all points in transit.

DELAYS IN THE SUPPLIERS PERFORMANCE

Delivery of the goods and performance of services shall be made by the supplier in accordance with the time schedule
prescribed by the purchaser in the contract.

If at any time during performance of the contract, the supplier or its subcontractor(s) should encounter conditions
impeding timely delivery of the goods and performance of services, the supplier shall promptly notify the purchaser in
writing of the fact of the delay, it's likely duration and its cause(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the supplier's
notice, the purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at his discretion extend the supplier's time for performance,
with or without the imposition of penalties, in which case the extension shall be ratified by the parties by amendment of
contract.

No provision in a contract shall be deemed to prohibit the obtaining of supplies or services from a national department,
provincial department, or local authorities.

The right is reserved to procure outside of the contract small quantities or to have minor essential services executed if an
emergency arises, the supplier's point of supply is not situated at or near the place where the supplies are required, or
the supplier’s services are not readily available.

Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a delay by the supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall
render the supplier liable to the imposition of penalties, pursuant to GCC Clause 22, unless an extension of time is
agreed upon pursuant to GCC Clause 21.2 without the application of penalties.

Upon any delay beyond the delivery period in the case of supplies contract, the purchaser shall, without cancelling the
contract, be entitled to purchase supplies of a similar quality and up to the same quantity in substitution of the
goods/services not supplied in conformity with the contract and to return any goods/ services delivered later at the
supplier's expense and risk, or to cancel the contract and buy such goods as may be required to complete the contract
and without prejudice to his other rights, be entitled to claim damages from the supplier.

PENALTIES

Subject to GCC Clause 25, if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods or to perform the services within the
period(s) and quality as specified in the contract, the purchaser shall, without prejudice to its other remedies under the
contract, deduct from the contract price, as a penalty, a sum calculated on the delivered price of the delayed
goods/services or unperformed services using the current prime interest rate calculated for each day of the delay until
actual delivery or performance. The purchaser may also consider termination of the contract pursuant to GCC Clause
23.

TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT

The purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default sent to the

supplier, may terminate this contract in whole or in part:

a) if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the period(s) specified in the contract, or within any
extension thereof granted by the purchaser pursuant to GCC Clause 21.2;

b) if the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract; or

In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may procure, upon such terms and
in such manner as it deems appropriate, goods, works or services similar to those undelivered, and the supplier shall be
liable to the purchaser for any excess costs for such similar goods, works or services. However, the supplier shall
continue performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

ANTI-DUMPING AND COUNTERVAILING DUTIES AND RIGHTS

When, after the date of bid, provisional payments are required, or antidumping or countervailing duties are imposed, or
the amount of a provisional payment or anti-dumping or countervailing right is increased in respect of any dumped or
subsidized import, the State is not liable for any amount so required or imposed, or for the amount of any such increase.
When, after the said date, such a provisional payment is no longer required or any such anti-dumping or countervailing
right is abolished, or where the amount of such provisional payment or any such right is reduced, any such favourable
difference shall on demand be paid forthwith by the contractor to the State or the State may deduct such amounts from
moneys (if any) which may otherwise be due to the contractor in regard to supplies or services which he delivered or
rendered, or is to deliver or render in terms of the contract or any other contract or any other amount which may be due
to him.

FORCE MAJEURE

Notwithstanding the provisions of GCC Clauses 22 and 23, the supplier shall not be liable for forfeiture of its
performance security, damages, or termination for default if and to the extent that his delay in performance or other
failure to perform his obligations under the contract is the result of an event of force majeure.

If a force majeure situation arises, the supplier shall promptly notify the purchaser in writing of such condition and the
cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the purchaser in writing, the supplier shall continue to perform its obligations
under the contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not
prevented by the force majeure event.

TERMINATION FOR INSOLVENCY

The purchaser may at any time terminate the contract by giving written notice to the supplier if the supplier becomes
bankrupt or otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination will be without compensation to the supplier, provided that
such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to
the purchaser.

SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

If any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever arises between the purchaser and the supplier in connection with or
arising out of the contract, the parties shall make every effort to resolve amicably such dispute or difference by mutual
consultation.

If, after thirty (30) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual consultation, then
either the purchaser or the supplier may give notice to the other party of his intention to commence with mediation. No
mediation in respect of this matter may be commenced unless such notice is given to the other party.

Should it not be possible to settle a dispute by means of mediation, it may be settled in a South African court of law.

Mediation proceedings shall be conducted in accordance with the rules of procedure specified in the SCC.

LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

The supplier shall not be liable to the purchaser, whether in contract, tort or otherwise, for any indirect or consequential
loss or damage, loss of use, loss of production, or loss of profits or interest costs, provided that this exclusion shall not
apply to any obligation of the supplier to pay penalties and/or damages to the purchaser.

NOTICES

Every written acceptance of a bid shall be posted to the supplier concerned by registered or certified mail and any other
notice to him shall be posted by ordinary mail to the address furnished in his bid or to the address notified later by him in

writing and such posting shall be deemed to be proper service of such notice.

The time mentioned in the contract documents for performing any act after such aforesaid notice has been given, shall
be reckoned from the date of posting of such notice.

TAXES AND DUTIES

A foreign supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, stamp duties, license fees, and other such levies imposed
outside the purchaser’s country.

A local supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, duties, license fees, etc., incurred until delivery of the
contracted goods to the purchaser.

No contract shall be concluded with any bidder whose tax matters are not in order. Prior to the award of a bid, GPAA

must be in possession of a tax clearance certificate, submitted by the bidder. This certificate must be an original issued
by the South African Revenue Services.
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
